Quartet

Happy Families with a musical twist!
3 — 6 players

One person shuffles and deals all the cards

Players take their cards and arrange them into sets. If they
have a set of 4 cards, they place them face up on the table in
front of them

The dealer starts the game.

The dealer can ask any player for a particular card, (to add
to a set they already have) e.g. “Have you got the saxophone
from The Blue Notes?”

If the player has the card, they must give it to the dealer
and the dealer has another go asking another person.

If the player does not have the card, it is that player’s turn
to ask others for cards.

When a player gets a full set of four cards the set is placed on
the table.

At the end of the game, the player with the most sets on the
table wins!
